11:00m  St Mary’s Marie Stockill RIP Holy Family Church Roof: As you may be aware, the 
Diocesan Trustees recently gave permission for us to install 
a new roof at Holy Family church, with a view to finally 
ending all the problems there have been with leaks in 
recent years. The new roof will change the outward 
appearance of the building, and planning permission is 
currently being sought. There are now copies of the plans 
for the new roof on display in the hall at Holy Family, to give 
you an idea how the building will look. We are hopeful that 
work will take place in the first half of this year to install the 
new structure.

Church Social Distancing: Thank you to you all for being so understanding in regard to the limited numbers able to 
attend church. Our intention is to welcome as many people as is safely possible. If you attend and are unable to 
gain access we will reserve a place for you the following week providing you have given us contact information. I 
hope this system works fairly so as to enable those who wish to attend Mass to at least be able to attend Mass 
fortnightly. 

Wearing of Masks in church:  The Government have said that masks should be worn in all enclosed public spaces 
including churches except for those people with medical exemptions. Thank you. 

Please note 9am Mass on Sunday 30th August will be at Holy Family and  not  St Mary’s. 

First Holy Communion: We postponed the First Holy Communion until the 11th October, however at that time we 
had hoped the situation would have returned to normality. In consequence once our schools return in September 
we will liaise with them and try to work out a new time frame. We do intend to give the children the opportunity to 
make their First Holy Communion sometime this autumn. We will keep you informed. 

Novena: Our annual Novena to Our Lady of Furness will take place from 8th October until Saturday 17th October. 
We will pray to Our Lady of Furness for protection and a speedy end to the pandemic. 

Confessions: will be available on request in the Sacristy (socially distanced, wearing masks) after Mass each 
morning Monday to Saturday.
